Williams has appeared intelevision event
movies like Adam, Baby M, My Name is Bill W. and Sybil, and in television series including NBC’s Marry
Me, the TBS sitcom Your Family or Mine, John Grisham's The Clientandthe comedy Payne. She also has
played recurring characters on Dexter, Private Practice and Hart of Dixie.
